Some tips to help you get started:

e Breakfast is a good time to enjoy foods with fiber. Try
unsweetened, whole-grain, or bran cereals and add fruit
such as berries and bananas.

e Season foods with lemon juice, herbs, or spices.

e Broil, roast, bake, steam, microwave, or boil foods instead
of frying.

e Use oils instead of solid fats, like butter, when cooking.
